
We each spent a week in South India near Madurai, in the establishment of RCPDs (Resource Centre for Participatory Development Studies) and the CeFHA (Centre for Humanitarian Assistance Trust) near Visakhapatnam. Even before we had received from both projects weekly plans with the activities during our stay.

Our first stop was in RCPDs Yirudu Nagar, an organization that works with children emergency since 2007. In the early days we learned the nature of the project, know the staff and the different fields of work. We visited a school and two small villages in the area where we were able to talk with members of the children's and women's self-help groups about their experiences with the company through RCPDs.

The women told us about many changes that enriched their lives since the collaboration. Through the help of the staff, they learned to structure their daily lives and the life of the family and gained independence. There are regular meetings where women have the opportunity to exchange and jointly develop ideas and plans.

Children mix with

The children are divided into groups, the Club Child (7-13 years) and Palar Panchayat (13-18 years). At regular intervals, its members meet and discuss everything concerning their habitat. Self-initiated environmental projects and actions, infrastructure development of villages and also personal problems and needs of children can be accommodated, together will find a solution.

A project of the children's own farm, they have built on a small piece of land. There they have the opportunity to learn organic farming and try. The acquired knowledge and then give more to farmers from the surrounding area and provide for the dissemination of ecological change in agriculture.

Impressed by the thirst for knowledge and commitment of children

In the short time we spent with RCPDs, we have collected many small impressions about the work and its impact locally. We understand the principle of work as a self-help, accompanied by the staff people get support and suggestions for developments that may arise from their own impulses more and more.

We were impressed especially the thirst for knowledge and the commitment of the children, which a space is offered in the form of the existing groups, where they can test themselves and in which they acquire through the experience of the success of their projects independence. We feel it is a big and important step to teach children at an early age the importance of considerate dealing with their environment and its resources closer so that they can internalize it and carry into the world. Also made possible by the work on joint projects, a social interaction, play and fun.

We really liked was the respectful and patient dealing with the children of the employees who were mostly supported and accompanied only by small impulses in their ideas.

Visit to the Centre for Humanitarian Assistance Trust

Another week we spent at CeFHA, Centre for Humanitarian Assistance Trust, near the city of Visakhapatnam. Partners of the Children relief it is since 2005. Again, we first learned about the employees and work areas and processes of the organization know. Together with the staff, we were greeted by a school which made us participate in their project work on biodiversity and traditional seeds. We also accompanied the team during a visit to a school in the vicinity, one of them at the information session on the global children's rights was conducted.

The "Green Ambassadors"

In the following days we got to know the children's groups, among them the "Green Ambassadors". To the different groups of children the organization has any child who lives in one of the escorted from their villages.

The members of the Green Ambassadors told us a lot about their activities, they deal with issues in the field of environmental protection, climate change and its impact on people's lives, the preservation of native biodiversity and resource scarcity. They also practice music together and develop their own games.

The village Yasidpalem we met, which built a completely new infrastructure by supporting the CeFHA and its inhabitants today are able to provide for themselves and to give their children education.

In the days that we spent in the CeFHA, much exchange on global issues took place, both with the children of the project groups, as well as with the residents of the villages, the staff and the chairman of the organization, Sasi Prabha Stanley.

It was given a lot of effort in designing our program, some children prepared a cultural evening for us, where they demonstrated to us or what they learn traditional dances and songs. The team was very friendly, helpful and always available for us and our questions.

But at the same time we missed, in the serious context of environmental protection and climate change, a playful, child-friendly handling in working with the children. Nevertheless, we also enthusiastic endurance and abilities of the children to take responsibility and to play a part to improve their quality of life.

Comprehensive funded by the project

Made a great impression on us in particular the scope of the project areas of CeFHA. They help people in all areas of life: health care, and education, living conditions and infrastructure improvement, women's and children's rights and much more.

In retrospect, the two project visits in India were very interesting and instructive for us. We get insight into the approach to environmental and social problems in a country previously unknown to us. Again and again we were able to make reference to our own work with Greenpeace in Germany for which we have collected many suggestions.

And also we were met with great interest in our projects and it made us great fun to share ideas and thus allow a glimpse into our work, and culture and lifestyle.

We have learned much about the structure of organizations, we liked the approach to their work, which seems to always put at the core of the problem and thus provides a sound basis for further change. This refers in particular to the families of the villages serviced, learn the most destitute, support and access to new prospects.

We think it's great that the kids emergency support these projects, thus ensuring long-term within the global network for approximation and exchange.
